Proposed By-Laws Changes for 2018 – 2019

Annual Conference August 6 – 8  -  Jackson County
Changes in red
Section 3. Honorary Members  (page 3)
Any person member or employee of a Clerk’s Office or Secretary of States Office who, in the opinion of the Association, has rendered distinguished service to the cause of better county government practices shall be eligible for honorary membership. Members need to provide the Executive Committee with the name(s) for honorary membership 30 days prior to any official meeting of the Association. The Executive Committee will review and present recommendations to the Association at any meeting of the Association. The Association may approve the recommendations for honorary membership by the majority of the voting members present and voting. Honorary membership of person other than a Clerk shall last for a period of ten five years, a retired Clerk will remain a Honorary member for life.   Honorary members shall be entitled to all privileges of the Association, except that they shall not be eligible to hold office in the Association and they shall not be afforded the privilege of voting. All County Clerks (elected or appointed), having served a minimum of four (4) years upon leaving office shall be awarded the status of 'Honorary Member'.
Reason for changes:  Request for change was made as Honorary Membership should be kept for those who were members or key contributors.  Changes honorary membership term from ten to five years for persons other than County Clerk’s.  Changes a retired Clerk from 10 yr honorary membership to life.
Section 1. Annual Dues (page 3)
The annual dues of the Association from January 1 to December 31 of each year shall be determined at the Annual Conference by the eligible voting members, from recommendations of the Executive Committee.
Addendum 2 
OACC Executive Committee Guidelines
2) Membership Dues (pages 15 & 19)
Annual membership dues shall be determined by Executive Committee consensus each year and voted on by members at annual conference
Reason for change: adding to be consistent with Section 1 on page 3.
Section 10. AOC Representative (page 9)
The Association of Oregon Counties Representative shall be appointed annually by the Vice  President after July 1 and prior to the OACC Annual Conference.  
REASON FOR CHANGE:  AOC District meetings general start right after Labor Day and OACC needs to have Reps in place and give AOC time to update their records.
Section 9. laoGO (aka iGO) Delegation Director  (page 9)
The Oregon delegation of attendees at the laoGO Annual Conference will elect an laoGO Delegation Director for a two year term beginning September 1, 2016. The initial term may be less than two years to accommodate staggered terms. laoGO will notify OACC who was elected Delegation Director (and the term of office for the first year). 
Remove IaoGO and change to iGO to reflect current name.  Three yr term now a 2 yr term per iGO By-Laws.
